National Lottery
Changes To The National Lottery
As you will be aware from previous issues of the bulletin consideration  is being given by the Secretary of State for Culture, Olympics, Media and Sport to legislation that could see arts, heritage and sport each receiving an extra £50 million a year. Under the proposals the share of the money going to each of the arts heritage and sport good causes will increase to 20 per cent with the BIG Lottery Fund receiving the remaining 40per cent. Another proposed change will see the BIG Lottery Fund focus its support exclusively on the voluntary and community sectors. The period of consultation ended on 21st August. Walsall Partnership on behalf of Walsall Council submitted a response to the consultation. The Kids Fund 

The Field Studies Council is an independent educational charity committed to raising awareness about the natural world. The Council works through a network of 17 residential and day Centres in the UK providing courses for schools and colleges at all levels in addition to adult Individuals & Families courses, outreach education, training and consultancy. The Kids Fund aims to bring environmental understanding to disadvantaged young people by attending a course at a Field Studies Council centre. It helps disadvantaged young people to attend a course who may otherwise be excluded due to some form of disadvantage - health, mobility, deprivation or financial. Funding will normally be up to 80% of the cost of your group’s course to an FSC Field Centre to a maximum of £3000. 

Applications can be submitted at any time with decisions being made in February, June and October.

The Kids Fist Trust has announced that schools within the UK that wish to improve their play spaces will have the opportunity to apply for funding through the Playground Partnerships Awards from the 23rd of September 2010 when the scheme will re-open. Schools wishing to apply will initially have to register with the Award Scheme to access further information and the application pack. To be considered for an award, schools need to submit a folder of work (Design Portfolios) and completed application form. Applicants are encouraged to develop a pupil-led approach; involve the whole school; encourage input from the wider school community and include pupils with special educational needs.  Granby Junior School in Nottingham was awarded the top prize for the 2009/10 scheme for their fantastic playground design....

STEM Challenge 4 
Students aged 11 to 14 are being invited by STEMNET and BP to enter the 4th Stem Challenge competition which will be launched in early September. The 4th Stem Challenge will focus on the huge effect London 2012 will have on UK transport and efforts to reduce carbon footprint of spectators travelling to the Games. Students will need to work in teams, and complete tasks directly connected to the Maths and Science Curriculum to come up with sustainable travel plans for the journey from their school to 3 different Olympic and Paralympic venues, and will have the chance to win a set of Science Museum Club boxes, a free Teacher CPD course and £1000 equipment for their STEM Club. Young Film Fund 

First Light Movies provides grants to projects that enable young people to participate in all aspects of film productions. Since launching in 2001, First Light Movies have enabled over 12,000 young filmmakers to write, act, shoot, light, direct and produce over 800 films. The funding is available to organisations such as schools, youth services, community and voluntary groups that work with young people aged between 5 and 18. Every year approximately £700,000 of grants are available through three funding streams. 

· The Studio Awards provides grants of up to £30, 000 for between two and four films of up to 10 minutes. 

· The Script Awards provides grants of up to £3,000 for script writing projects that team young people with script professionals. 

· The Pilot Awards provides grants of up to £5,000 for one short film of up to five minutes in duration.

The Skinners’ Company Lady Neville Charity 

Small charities and not for profit organisations working in the areas of disability; local heritage, local community and performing and visual arts can apply for funding through the Lady Neville Charity grants programme.  Eligible organisations can apply for grants in the region of £500 to £1,000 for items of non-recurring expenditure (eg, equipment, an event, a particular element of capital building works). 

Grant making Committees are held in May and November each year. Applications need to be received six weeks prior to the meeting date, therefore mid-March and mid-September should be treated as deadlines.

Community Development Fund
LSIS is inviting bids from learning and skills provider organisations to join the new Community Development Fund. The fund is designed to support projects which evaluate, further develop, expand and embed effective approaches to Community Development, and to share these approaches and systems with other providers. Bids, up to a maximum of £25,000 inclusive, submitted by provider organisations must be for activities that would have transferable learning and benefits for the wider sector rather than just an individual organisation. All bids are asked to spell out their understanding of Community Development and how they will address issues of sustainability of the project, partnership working and innovative approaches to community issues. 

The Closing date for applications is 12 pm on the 27the September 2010.

The trustees are interested in lasting social change, and in forming long-term partnerships with the organisations the Foundation supports.  Grants in the past have ranged from several hundred pounds to grants of up to £2 million. The grant application process is divided into two stages.  A letter of enquiry and an application. An applicant is invited to submit a full proposal only if their letter of enquiry has been accepted.

 European Funding Opportunities
Projects Contributing to Exchange of Good Practices in Youth Employment and Training For Green Jobs  

The European Commission has issued a new call for proposals under the PROGRESS Programme. The aim of the PROGRESS Programme is to support actions that promote better jobs and social cohesion within the European Union. The main objective of this call is to promote mutual learning and enhance the transferability of the most effective policies in the areas of improving the employment opportunities of young people and to provide training in green technologies.  The type of activities that could be supported through this call include,  workshops, seminars and targeted information campaigns, etc. Eligible applicants include public or semi-public organisations at national, regional and local levels as well as not for profit organisations and higher education and research institutions active in the areas of employment policy, quality of work and social inclusion.  The total budget available is €2,750,000 and there are no maximum or minimum grant levels.  

The closing date for applications is the 30th September 2010.

Youth in Action Programme – Call for Proposals 

The European Commission has issued a call for proposals under its Youth in Action Programme. This call for proposals concerns Action 4.1. of the Youth in Action Programme and its purpose is to provide support for the permanent activities of bodies active at European level in the field of youth and pursuing an aim which is of general European interest. The programme provides for two types of agreement. These are partnership framework agreement for organisations that wish to enter into long-term cooperation with the Agency are asked to file an application for a three-year partnership framework agreement; and annual operating agreement for those organisations that prefer not to commit themselves in the long term under a partnership agreement may apply for an annual operating grant. The total budget available for this call for proposals will be €3.58 million with approximately 20% earmarked for annual operating agreements and 80% for framework partnership agreements. Community financial assistance cannot exceed 80% of the total eligible operating costs. The maximum Community grant for each body will be €50, 000 for a framework partnership agreement and €35,000 for an annual operating agreement. 

The closing date for applications is the 15th October 2010.
