The Black Country total JSA Register has increased from 47,590 to 47,692 in the last month, a rise of 0.2% 

However you may have also seen the JSA Register figures broken down by the four Local Authority Black Country area’s which showed the Black Country JSA Register for September 2011 to be 46,334. Therefore we have 1,358 customers currently signing in our Jobcentre’s in the Black Country who are not part of our Local Authority area count for employment.  
For example JSA benefit claimants living in Codsall will be in the South Staffordshire Local Authority area, but probably claim JSA via a Wolverhampton Jobcentre.   Therefore these people will appear in the Black Country Jobcentre District JSA Register figures, but not in our Black Country Local Authority JSA Register figures.
The total JSA claimant count of customers signing in our Jobcentre’s per Borough is:-

Wolverhampton Borough – 12,918 (3 Jobcentres)

Sandwell Borough – 12,289 (4 Jobcentres) 

Dudley Borough – 11,320 (3 Jobcentres)
